 Shrine Corner 
  This past week, Richard and I prepared the Grottos for 
summer activity. The grottos were swept but the candles 
were not returned because of the condensation.  In addi-
tion, we took the Metal Rays from the Parish Hall and 
returned them to the Our Lady of Guadalupe apparition 
in preparation for the Silver Rose presentation. The con-
densation also stopped us from placing the Risen Christ 
(or Sacred Heart) statue on the pedestal in the front Pieta 
Grotto. With rain forecast this past weekend, it might 
not get placed until we get a weather break. The ice was 
removed from the front patio so now visitation can be 
made with some sort of stability of solid ground.    
   The gates to the grottos will now be unlocked and the 
lights turned on. Even though the official opening of the 
Shrine is May 1, the Shrine can be visited in April. The 
Gift Shop will not be open, unless requested, until May. 
The Gift Shop has been restocked and I understand that 
Diane D. has volunteered to open the Gift Shop for part 
of the Silver Rose program. 
  The bid for the work on the front face has arrived and 
the number was developed to make sure the amount of 
money would be in place. The number is $140,000, 
which includes a preservative cost, but at the meeting 
the preservative was not finalized. Recent information 
from the architect, Mike Kirk, should be reviewed be-
fore that final decision is made. Everybody was not able 
to attend the meeting so some issues still need to be ad-
dressed with everybody involved.  I believe the estimate 
is high and the cost will be somewhere under that 
amount of $100,000—depending on the determination 
of the preservative issue. Father San has written the let-
ter to the Bishop to seek approval for this undertaking 
and he has hand delivered the request to the Bishop this 
past week. 
   Our next preparation is Our Lady of Fatima and May 
Crowning event on Sunday, May 15. Hopefully, this 
event will become an annual event just like the Feast of 
the Assumption on August 15.  Another event is the Cel-
ebration of Our Lady of Mt. Carmel on July 16. Details 
will follow as we get closer to that date. 
   Anybody interested in viewing the plaques that were 
restored will find them on the table where the Metal 
Rays had been on display outside the Gift Shop.  Also 
on this table are two statues—one of an angel and the 
other of Our Lady of Guadalupe. The angel will be 
placed in the small alcove in the Polish Cave-like open-
ing that houses Our Lady of Czestochowa. Our plans are 
to raffle the Our Lady of Guadalupe yard statue.
